WATERHUB TOUR GUIDE PROGRAM

Emorys WaterHub is a water recycling system that uses eco-engineering processes to clean wastewater for
future non-potable uses like flushing toilets. The recycled water provides 40 percent of Emorys total campus
water needs.

WaterHub student docents have hosted over 5,000 visitors at the WaterHub since 2016. Due to the
pandemic, however, Emory has suspended the tours. They will recommence when visitors are permitted on the
University campus once again.
